
MAKING A DIFFERENCE – WEB’s Involvement in Community PRIVATE 

CHRISTMAS FAMILY PROGRAMS –

Paraquad – 2018 – Nicole Wagner  coordinated donations.  Members brought many items to this meeting  (sheets, jump drives, folders,  personal care items, from their wish list) to help those with transitional living and at the Bloom Café.   In addition to the supplies, WEB donated  approximately $1520 in cash/checks and $180 in gift cards.

Cardinal Ritter Senior Services – 2017 – Anne Duncan and Vickie Slade  coordinated donations.  Members brought many items to this meeting  (blankets, dvds, personal care items, etc.) to help seniors living alone and provide some support to their Daycare. In addition to the supplies, WEB donated $805 in cash/checks and $260 in gift cards.

H.E.R.O.E.S. Care – 2016 – Kim Johnston  coordinated donations with Dave Wooley.  They help military families here with furniture and items needed as well as sending care packages out.  WEB provided more than 3000 care package items and $1225 to underwrite the cost of overseas postage.

The Little Bit Foundation – 2015 – Ashley Benage  coordinated donations for this organization who helps children in poverty areas with school supplies and clothing.   Items donated were valued at $4,850.56! In addition, over $300 in monetary donations were received the night of our meeting.
Sweet Celebrations – 2014 – Carey Adkisson and Rose Ketterer  coordinated donations to this new organizations who provides birthday parties for homeless children in shelters.
USO – 2013 – Barb McCollum  coordinated donations to the USO for the soldiers passing through this area at Lambert Airport’s USO facilities.

“Boys Hope/Girls Hope” Christmas Program – 2009 -   Carol Bourbon coordinated this.  WEB raised $1,000 for these scholars to enjoy several events such as bowling, laser tag, Cardinal game and gift cards from Walmart.  In addition, Carol made blankets with each of the girls for their rooms.
“Christian Activity Center in East St. Louis, IL” -2008  Vickie Slade coordinated this.  Asked members to purchase individual gifts (toys, games, balls, clothing, etc.), wrap these gifts and label them accordingly so the group knew the item for children from 6-12 years of age.   Also gave a donation to Missouri Baptist Children’s Home.
